Layer the cup with the colored
salt in whatever pattern you
want (or make it all one color)
until it’s almost at the top of
the cup.

sep 3:

Pour a thin layer of glue on top of
the sand art. Make sure it covers all
of the sand art so when it dries, it
seals the sand into the cup.

Mix 1 cup of white glue and 1 cup
of foaming shaving cream together.
Once it’s fluffy, scoop or pipe it
onto the glue so it looks like
whipped cream.




Sep 4:

Gently put the red pom-pom onto the
whipped cream and press it in slightly so it
sticks.

Sprinkle on some glitter or sprinkles onto
the whip cream if you want some.

Carefully push a straw through the
whipped cream and into the sand art.

Allow the milkshake to dry for 24 hours

before moving it.
